The GF-TADS Initiative for the Global Control of ASF (2020-2025)

1. Call for action

African swine fever (ASF) is an infectious disease of domestic and wild pigs, and the number of
countries or territories affected by ASF have been increasing in recent years with notification from
Member Countries in Sub Sahara Africa, Europe and Asia. Due to the current situation heightening
the global risk to all countries, and the significant impact of the disease on animal health and
welfare, national and international economies, rural development, social and political behaviour,
national food security and national and international markets, a call was made at the 87th General
Assembly of World Organisation for Animal Health (OIE) National Delegates for the establishment
of a global initiative to control ASF with an endorsement of a resolution to this effect.

The resolution identified key roles to be played by Member Countries, Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations (FAO) and the OIE. This included the need for ASF to be
considered by Member Countries as a disease that requires risk management by development and
refinement of national control programmes, and to recognise risk communication as crucial
component to effectively address risk pathways and high-risk practices that should be identified
through risk assessment of the national pig sector and the wild pig population. For safe trade,
Member Countries were encouraged to maintain transparency through disease reporting to the OIE,
implement relevant OIE standards and manage risks to business continuity within their
preparedness plans by making use of the OIE standards in relation to zoning, compartmentalisation
and commodity-based trade.

The resolution also tasked the OIE, to work in collaboration with FAO to identify and define the
